Berlin, MD (May 22, 2006)—Maryland Biodiesel Vice-
president Ginger Warren proudly announces the Grand 
Opening at 12:00 p.m. on June 19 of the Maryland Biodiesel 
plant—the first biodiesel production facility locate din the 
state of Maryland and one of only 35 such plants nationwide.  
Maryland Biodiesel is located in Berlin at 10535 Ocean 
Gateway (Rt. 50)   

“Biodiesel can be operated in any diesel engine with little or 
no modification to the engine or the fuel system,” said Ginger 
Warren. “Biodiesel is better for the environment because it is 
made from renewable resources and has lower emissions 
compared to petroleum diesel. It is less toxic than table salt 
and biodegrades as fast as sugar. Since it is made in the 
USA from renewable resources such as soybeans, its use 
decreases our dependence on foreign oil and contributes to 
our own economy.” 

Grand Opening events will highlight the renewable resource 
theme with print materials, promotional items and a vial of 
actual biodiesel. After a luncheon at Stephen Decatur High 
School, the ribbon cutting ceremony will take place at the 
biodiesel plant. 

Special guests include Congressman Wayne Gilchrest; State 
Senator Lowel Stoltzfus, Maryland Secretary of Agriculture 
Lewis Riley and Worcester County Commissioners.  
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When complete the Maryland Biodiesel plant will produce 
1500 gallons per day of B100 biodiesel, and even that won’t 
be enough. “Production has already exceeded demand,” 
says James Warren, President of Maryland Biodiesel, “And 
we have plans to expand. But our first priority is getting this 
up and running.” 

Nationwide, about 35 plants produce biodiesel for 
commercial use, according to the National Biodiesel Board in 
Jefferson City, Mo. Their annual output was about 25 million 
gallons last year. Though the total is expected to reach 50 
million gallons this year with the addition of new plants, even 
at 50 million gallons, biodiesel represents a small fraction of 
diesel use in the U.S.
